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The primary functions of this application:

· Provide cell phone users with a convenient solution to prevent their phone from ringing during certain times such as meetings, classes, etc. 
· Allow cell phone users to control the ringer settings of the phone from Google Calendar based on planned events.

General Design Principles:

· The application’s activities would require minimum interaction from the user:

· The user would provide the application with his/her Google account user name, password, and calendar name.
· All events created in Google Calendar by the user would be received by the application.
· An event is defined as a Google Calendar event where the name, time, and location of the desired activity are specified in the calendar.

· Once the activity is received by the application it is presented to the user in the form of a weekly list of events starting from Sunday.

· Once an event in the list is selected, the user can view the time and location of the event and select the ringer setting for that event.

· Ringer settings include: silent, vibrate, default, and on.
· The default option refers to the current state of the ringer setting at time of viewing the event.

· Once an event has been modified it becomes “old” and appears as blue on the list and an appropriate icon (silent, vibrate, or no icon for on) would appear next to the event name. A “new” event appears in white color. 
· For each event, the new settings could be either saved or canceled. 
· The user would be able to review and select new settings for an old event at any time by returning to the list. 
· For reoccurring event in the calendar, the user would have to define the settings only once. The event would be on the list as long as it hasn’t expired in the calendar.

· The user exits the application by selecting the exit button on the screen that displays the list of events.

Requirements (prioritize):


1. Designing a functional application
· Ability to change ringer settings.

· Gaining access to a Google Calendar using given login information.

· Retrieving and importing information from a user’s calendar. 
· Initiating the application’s activities at scheduled times.

2. Creating a clean and simple user interface:

· Based on one main home screen displaying the list and mini screens displaying specific events.

· List new events in chronological order.

· Update event state after it was modified by changing its color and adding an icon.
3. Extending the application’s capabilities: (in the future)

· Both time and GPS based phone settings. 

4. Improving the UI:

· Using a UI that would display the events in the form of a calendar (preferably, Google Calendar)

5. Considering a wider user range: (in the future)

· In addition to the student population, also considering professionals
User Types:

1. UNC Students who attend lectures on campus.
Use Cases:

All users will have the same privileges 

1. Create a Google account and a calendar.
2. Install the program.

3. Input account login information.

4. Create an event in the calendar.
5. Start the application.

6. Scroll through the list of events.

7. View and modify sound settings for an event.

8. Exit the application.

Use Case Details:
1. Create a Google account and a calendar.
· From the browser, user should create a Google Calendar account.

2. Install the program:

· User will be prompted to confirm installation. 

3. Input account login information:

· After finishing the installation, the user will be prompted to provide the Google login account.
4. Create an event in the calendar:

· User should log into Google Calendar and create an event.

· In the event box, specify the event name, time and location.

5. Start the application:
· Turn on the phone.

· Click on the application folder.

· Select the GQuiet application.

6. Scroll through the list of events:

· After the application is started, a screen of a list of the events is presented to the user.

· The user scrolls down the list and selects an event.

7. View and modify sound settings for the event.

· When an event is selected, a mini screen is displaying the event’s details: Name, time, location and ringer setting options: silent, vibrate, default, on. Also, the user can choose to either save or cancel.
· When the user changes the settings and hit save or just hit cancel. The mini screen closes.
8. Exit the application:

· From the list of events the user can select the exit option which will close the application.
