 - If a scheduled event has been deleted or edited, does the next upcoming event get scheduled?

 - Adding a repeating event

 - Editing\Deleting a repeating event

 - When an event is occurring, does ringer setting change to that assigned setting for the event?

 - When event has ended, is the ringer setting restored back to the original setting?

 - When an event is occurring, does ringer setting change to that assigned setting for the event?

 - When event has ended, is the ringer setting restored back to the original setting?

 - Can this application handle calls coming in when the application is still running?
Usability Testing

 - Have people test the usability of the UI


* esp students that are not cs majors.

UI Testing

 - What is a valid event?


* no overlapping other events already entered


* starting time of event has to be at least 1 minute into the future.


* ending time must be after starting time.


* ending time cannot be the same as the starting time.


* starting date of event must be today or beyond


* ending date cannot be before starting date


* Title of event can be no longer than 32 characters.


* The following fields must have data entered:  title, ringer setting

 - Does adding an event\repeating event immediately show what event you've added?

 - Does editing an event\repeating event immediately show what event you've edited?

 - Does deleting an event\repeating event immediately show the updated list of events? 

Performance testing
 - Are we worrying about this?

For manual testing, best thing is to do is write testcases in excel and list per case what you're testing, what the expected result is, what the actual result is, and if the application passed the test.  Also have a field for comments.
