	Like more colour choices
	Yellow and black specified. Add to colour options in Maavis settings (by cycling through choices).

	Compulsory text
	Option to hide/show all text in all cells implement in Maavis settings

	On screen items need to be more regular and form a matrix suitable for scanning.
	Re-organisation and shaping of on screen items to form a scanning grid; e.g. the Bye Maavis, Answer call, ‘Other things to do’ items on all screens, and the Music and web page control screens. Possibly have a Maavis settings control to swap the interface appearance between current format and a switch scannable arrangement?

	Web controls need to be different. Vocabulary for the school kids and staff need not hide the more techie and pictorial approach.
	Don’t need ‘Smaller’ and ‘bigger’ buttons on web access page. Would prefer ‘back’ to ‘previous page’, up and down arrows to the words ‘up’ and ‘down’, similarly for left and right but often wouldn’t need these.

	Need ability for switch user to quit 3rd party applications
	A choice of simple ways in which this can be achieved need to be available. An example is to hold the switch closed for a ‘prolonged’ period, e.g. 3-6 seconds. Or perhaps a regularly repeated and timed switching of switch input ‘moved’ to the Maavis ‘quit’ item and then back to the 3rd party application.

	Skipping the control pages on Switch it application
	To give the pupil the ability for the pupil to go straight to stories and to quit back to Maavis there are control screens within the ‘Switch it’ that need to be ‘skipped’. On entry the ‘stories’ option needs to be selected (on screen button). When on an Maavis on-screen (i.e. over the top of the Switch-it’ application) quit item is selected : Maavis needs to put ‘escape’ into the keyboard buffer to quit the story. But then a control page appears and to skip this, the ‘exit’ on screen button needs to clicked.
